Verbal irony   (sarcasm) figure of speech saying the opposite of what was intended

Dramatic irony    contrast between what a character thinks and what the reader knows to be true

Irony of situation    discrepancy between appearance and reality or between expectation and fulfillment or between what is and what would seem appropriate
Paradox  a statement so surprisingly self-contradictory as to provoke us into seeking another sense or context in which it would be true
Oxymoron  a figure of speech that combines two usually contradictory terms in a compressed paradox as in bittersweet.
Pun     expression that derives humor by contriving  an ambiguity, 2 distinct meanings suggested by same word
