You will complete either a poetry or a short story which you will draft in the classroom on reading days.   The end product will be a polished draft that is publishable.

Short story guidelines

· The story needs to be as long as the story needs to be.

· You may choose any topic, but remember that less is more.  Think about the stories we studied: One smallish idea was expressed in a creative way.

· You need dialogue, interior dialogue, action and a little exposition.

· This is your chance to take a real life situation and fictionalize it to the way you would like for it to have turned out or fantasize about something you wish would happen.

· Be careful not to tackle too big a story for the genre.  Smaller is better.

Poetry Guidelines

· Four poems which include the following:

· 1 sonnet

· 1 villanelle

· 1 free verse

· 1 your choice

· Modern poets many times play with the traditional forms, so have at it as long as your renovation of the form is for an intended effect.  

· Any topics may be included.

Also:
You must have drafts with revision and two peer reviews with comments when you turn in with your more polished draft.  Staple the revision and peer reviews to the back of your drafts.  Encourage your peers to critique …that is much more helpful than to see ‘good’ written on your story/poems and no suggestions offered.
