1—Visual:

      Prepare a poster demonstration that includes quotations, definitions, significances, 

      assertions, evidence, meanings and effects as relates to your topic and throughout the           

      entire assigned story.   It takes knowledge and time to reduce information to a 
      nutshell.  

      Whatever specifics you select must infuse the overall meaning of the text.

      Include diagrams, pictures, captions and other information.   Your poster can be  
      poster, triptych, transparency, Glogster poster, bulletin board, white board, one power 

       point slide etc. but  must be on one visual display—no pages.  Be sure to secure a 

       laptop or whatever technology you need before the presentation.  You may not use 

       my computer for this particular presentation.  You will need to set up a time to 

       discuss with Mrs. Hays, our librarian, your technology needs or tutorials for Glogster 

       etc.
2—Auditory:   

      Prepare a 5 minutes talk (and you will be timed and cut off) explaining your literary 
       Analytical Term(s) in relation to your story. Don’t forget the effect of your   

       assertions.  Review comments made in How to Read Literature as a Professor for 
       each of the following topics.  For example, the chapter on “Geography Matters” for 
       setting.  Above all,     

     remember that we are studying METAPHORICAL THINKING of truth and beauty so 
     you must slant all your material towards that skill and idea.
3—Question and Answer period:

       Will last an additional two minutes and you will be 

       graded on how well you know your material to produce answers of quality for any 

       given question.
