Setting Handout
Mood—the atmosphere of a piece created by setting and diction
Incongruity— inconsistent with itself
Contrast—oppositions within a piece to illuminate a point or make an impression
Imagery—words that evoke sensory impressions by references to concrete or figurative objects. These images can be visual, olfactory, tactile, auditory, or gustatory.  
Conflict—the struggle within a piece usually 3 general types:  man vs. man, man vs. himself, man vs. environment.  This usually begins with a crisis action in the rising action.
Setting—the time and place of a piece.  If not stated outright, clues can be discerned that approximates it.
